UNATTENDED MINORS AND VULNERABLE ADULTS POLICY
PURPOSE: 
The Clinton Township Public Library welcomes all children and adults to use its facilities and [image: ]services. The following guidelines are established to offer the safest possible [image: ]environment for children all at the library.
DEFINITIONS:
1. “Children” means a minor under the age of 18.
2. “Vulnerable Adult” means an individual aged 18 or over who, because of age, developmental disability, mental illness, or physical disability requires supervision or personal care or lacks social skills required to live independently.
3. “Responsible Caregiver” is an individual who is responsible for monitoring or caring for a child or vulnerable adult and must be aged 12 or older. 
Rules and Regulations regarding Children:
1. The library is not responsible for the safety or supervision of children [image: ]while on library property or during travel to and from library property.[image: ]
2. A responsible caregiver is responsible for the behavior of their children in the library, [image: ]whether or not the responsible caregiver is present.[image: ]Library staff will not supervise or monitor children’s behavior.
3. Children under the age of seven must be attended by a responsible caregiver who remains on library premises at all times. 
4. Staff will not be responsible for any children who may be asked to leave the Library because the child is in violation of any Library policy.

5. If a child younger than age 7 is found without an adult or caregiver, a library employee will:
a. [image: ][image: ][image: ]Make every effort to contact the adult or caregiver
b. Contact the Clinton Police Department, if the adult or [image: ]caregiver cannot be located within thirty minutes.
6. Parents will be notified if a child is still in the library without a ride at closing [image: ]time. If a parent cannot be contacted, the Clinton Police Department will be notified

Rules and Regulations Regarding Vulnerable Adults:
1. Responsible caregivers are responsible for the behavior and supervision of the vulnerable adult in their care while the in the Library or on Library property.
2. Library Staff will not supervise or monitor a vulnerable adult’s behavior.
3. Vulnerable adults who are unable or unwilling to care for themselves may not be left alone in the Library and must have adequate supervision while in the Library. 
4. Vulnerable adults who can understand and follow the User Conduct policies and who can care for themselves are allowed to be in the Library unattended. 
5. Staff will not be responsible for unaccompanied  unattended vulnerable adults who may be asked to leave the Library because the vulnerable adult is in violation of any Library policy.
